If you know anyone in this
category please feel free to forward the link
to them. One strategy you could look at to
‘stop the bleeding’ in your portfolio (if you're
invested in the markets) and have potential for
higher returns would be to look at Dollar Cost
Averaging Funds which put the initial amount
into money market funds and over a period
of 52 weeks, every week 1/52 of the amount
is switched into the target mutual funds. By
doing this, you take advantage of the volatility
in the market and it's safer this way as no
one can tell when the market has hit bottom.
Otherwise, if you want to start investing on a
monthly basis, this too will take advantage of
the dollar cost average strategy.
